10:00 to 11:00 Life Science Ranger Program

8:45 to 10:00

Ranger greets class then conducts program.  Missed times are forfeited. There is a $100 fine for walking off trail, and collecting rocks, plants, or animals.
10:55 to 11:45
Students use information from exhibits inside the Coldwater Ridge Visitor Center to complete the worksheet “Survivor: Volcano!. 

11:45 to 12:20
Lunch Break.  Food and drinks are prohibited inside the Visitor Center.  If the weather is nice, have students eat lunch at the picnic area (Please bring garbage bags to collect your trash).  If the weather is bad, eat on the bus, or ask the concessionaire if your class can eat in the restaurant. 

12:20 to 1:20
Students identify features along “The Winds of Change” Trail to complete the worksheet “The Case of the Recovering Landscapes”.

Bathroom break, load up, and depart for school.  Conduct “Volcanoes A-Z” activity while driving back to your school.
