11:00 to 12:00 Life Science Ranger Program

Gather Chaperones and define your expectations for them during the field trip. Chaperones are responsible for helping students’ complete their assigned activities and for supervising their student groups’ behavior at all times. Leave your school and drive on I-5 to the Castle Rock exit #49.

9:30 to 10:45
Drive to the Coldwater Ridge Visitor Center on State Route 504.  Review the Monument’s rules and regulations on the bus—brainstorm with students why these rules were established. 

10:45 to 11:00
Send a chaperone up to the visitor center ahead of your class and tell a ranger that your group has arrived.  A ranger will greet your class and quiz your students on their understanding of some of the Monument’s rules and regulations in front of the visitor center.

Ranger conducts program.  Any missed times will be forfeited. There is a $100 fine for anyone that walks off trail, collects rocks, plants, or animals.
