C.4   DESCRIPTION OF WORK


USFS Rd 99 is a two-lane asphalt surfaced road that provides public access to the Northeast corner of Mt St Helens.  Embankment settlement has left the outside lane unsafe for public use.  This project will excavate unstable embankment material to a depth of 5 feet (1.52 meters) below the top of the existing asphalt surface and reconstruct the embankment to the original grade.  The new embankments will be topped with a lift of crushed rock and a lift of hot asphalt concrete plant mix.  Other minor excavation is required. C.5   PROJECT LOCATION



This project is located on the northeast slope of Mt St Helens, south and west of Randle, Washington.  From Interstate 5 at intersection 68 proceed east via State Hwy 12 to Randle Washington.  Exit Hwy 12 at Randle and turn south on Hwy 131.  Proceed south via Hwy 131 and USFS Rd 25 to the intersection with USFS Rd 99.  Exit USFS Rd 25 onto USFS Rd 99 and proceed west to Mile Post 4.8.  There are 4 work sites that require excavation / embankment and 3 sites that require the replacement of existing guard rail.

The Contractor shall confine operations to within the clearing limits or other areas designated in contract documents and prevent the depositing of rocks, excavated materials, stumps, or other debris outside these limits.  Material which falls outside of these limits shall be retrieved, disposed of, or incorporated in the work as directed by the Contracting Officer

(b)     Prevention of Oil Spills.  If the Contractor maintains storage facilities for oil or oil products onsite, appropriate measures shall be taken to ensure that any spill of such oil or oil products does not enter any stream or other waters of the United States or any of the individual states. 

         Servicing of equipment shall be done only in the area approved by the Contracting Officer. If the total oil or oil products storage exceeds 1320 gallons or if any single container exceeds a capacity of 660 gallons, the Contractor shall prepare a Spill Prevention Control and Countermeasures Plan.  Such plan shall meet the applicable EPA requirements (40 CFR 112) including certification by a registered professional engineer.  The contractor will be required to have an approved spill containment kit on site at all times.  The Contractor will be required to make reasonable attempts to preserve the scenic and natural environment along this construction project.

(c) Trash and Refuse  - The Contractor shall remove all of his own trash and refuse from the Contract Area.  Material to be removed includes, but is not limited to; used engine oil, oil filters, oil cans, grease cartridges, camp refuse such as tin cans, paper, garbage, etc.  This material must be removed to a State, County, or Municipality-designated solid waste disposal area.

(d) All equipment to be used shall be inspected by the Contracting Officer for soil, seeds, vegetative matter or other debris that contains or holds seeds, and for oil and fuel leaks.  Cleaning and / or repairing shall be accomplished off Government lands before coming to the Project Site.  “Equipment” includes tractor-trailer (lowboy), dump trucks, excavation and paving machinery.  The Contractor shall be responsible for compliance of all equipment on the Project.

H.6
CAMPING REQUIREMENTS/RESTRICTIONS

(a)   The campsite must be approved by the Contracting Officer prior to setting up camp.

(b)  
It is the responsibility of the contractor to be aware of and adhere to all restrictions of use inside and outside the legislated Monument.  These restrictions may be acquired from the Contracting Officer.

(c )  If trailers are approved for use, they must be fully self-contained.  Tent campers must supply a chemical toilet, self contained and flyproof.

(d)   All human waste, sewage and litter must be packed out from the camp and disposed of at the appropriate disposal sites.

(e)   Water pollution causing materials must be stored away from any water sources.

(f)   No disturbance of soil or vegetation is permitted.

(g)  Camp must be set up at least 200 feet from water unless a closer site is approved by the Contracting Officer.

(h)  Construction of shelters or structures is not permitted at the camp site.

(i)   Campfires will be permitted only in areas cleared of flammable material.  A shovel, ax and bucket are required at the camp      site at all times.  Permission to build campfires may be suspended whenever the fire hazard warrants.

(j)   Open fires may be subject to restrictions during high fire danger, state closures and USDA Forest Service closures.  

(k)   Firewood shall be cut only from down, unmerchantable timber and for camp use only.  Fire wood cutting is not permitted inside the legislated National Monument.

(l)   The approved campsite will be maintained to present a clean, neat and orderly appearance and is subject to inspection at any time by the Contracting Officer.

(m) All equipment and supplies shall be removed and the camp site returned to its natural condition upon departure.

(n)  Allowing pets on site must be pre-approved by the Contracting Officer before the camp is set up.  If pets are authorized, they shall be on a leash and under the control of the owner at all times.

(o)  Parking shall be restricted to areas approved by the Contracting Officer.

(p)  All butane, propane or other liquefied-petroleum-gas equipment shall be installed and operated in accordance with the laws and regulations of the State and County.

(q)  The contractor is to notify the Contracting Officer when vacating the campsite so that an inspection may be made.

( r) Camping authorization may be revoked by the Contracting Officer for failure to comply with any of the above conditions.

H.7  
EMERGENCY RESPONSE (AGAR 452.236-77) (NOV 1996)
(a) Contractor’s Responsibility for Fighting Fire.  

(1) The Contractor, under the provisions of FAR clause 52.236-9, PROTECTION OF EXISTING VEGETATION, STRUCTURES, EQUIPMENT, UTILITIES, AND IMPROVEMENTS, shall immediately extinguish all fires on the work site other than those fires in use as a part of the work.

(2) The Contractor may be held liable for all damages and for all costs incurred by the government for labor, subsistence, equipment, supplies, and transportation deemed necessary to control or suppress a fire set or caused by the Contractor or the Contractor’s agents or employees.

(b) Conntractor’s Responsibility for Notification in Case of Fire.

The Contractor shall immediately notify the Government of any fires sighted on or in the vicinity of the work site.

 (1)  Communications

The Contractor shall provide adequate two-way communication facilities to report a fire to an agency that shall be identified in a approved Fire Plan within 15 minutes of detection.

(2)  Such communications shall be operable during periods of power driven equipment and during the time fire security is required.

(c) Contractor’s Responsibility for Responding to Emergencies

When directed by the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall allow the Government to temporarily use employees and equipment from the work site for emergency work (anticipated to be restricted to fires fighting). An equitable adjustment for the temporary use of employees and equipment will be made under the CHANGES clause, FAR 52.243-4.

(d)    Additional Fire Precautionary Measure – Tank Truck

(1)  The Contractor shall provide a tank truck or trailer, containing not less than 300 gallons of water.  Such tank truck or trailer shall be maintained in a serviceable condition and located within 10 minutes, round trip, from each project area where equipment is working.

The tank truck or trailer shall be equipped with a pump capable of discharging 20 gallons of water per minute, using a 0.25 inch nozzle tip, through a 50 foot length of rubber lined hose.  In addition, 500 feet of serviceable fabric jacket rubber-lined hose of not less than 1 inch outside diameter, fitted with a nozzle capable of discharging a straight stream of 0.25 inch diameter and a spray pattern shall be immediately available for use.  The tank, pump and at least 250 feet of hose and nozzle shall be connected and ready for use at all times.

If a trailer is used, it shall be equipped with a hitch to facilitate prompt movement.  A serviceable tow vehicle shall be immediately available for attachment to the trailer and must meet the requirements stated above.  Such truck or trailer shall be equipped to operate for a minimum of 8 hours.  Tank truck or trailer shall be available from the start of work to the end of the project unless wavied by the Contracting Officer.

(a)  The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered.  The offeror’s proposal shall be in the format prescribed by, and shall contain a response to each of the areas identified, which affects the evaluation factors for award.  The Government will determine best overall value on the basis of the factors described below.

 Evaluation Factors

1.  General.  .  Proposals will be evaluated on the factors in descending order of importance: (1) Capability.  (2) Cost or Price. 
2.  Technical Proposal.  A firm’s Technical Proposal will be evaluated based upon their response to how they plan to accomplish the project.

3. Capability - Capability includes offeror's relevant past experience and past performance information, which shall be viewed as equally important.  Past performance shall be evaluated on quality, customer satisfaction, business relations, and timeliness of performance, each of which will be viewed as in importance.   

The Contractor shall submit the following information when responding to this solicitation:

A.   Project Work Plan  submitted with the Contractor’s proposal (bid) will be used to rate a firm’s ability to plan and organize a project of this scope.  The project Work Plan, as submitted at the time of the Contractor’s proposal (bid) shall be come a part of the contract upon award.  

B.  A Project Equipment List, submitted with the Contractor’s proposal (bid) will be used to rate a firm’s capacity to carry out the Contractor’s Project Work Plan.  Submit the name, address and phone number of any sub-contractor who will be involved in any of the major contract components such as excavation, haul, rock crushing and hot mix asphalt.

C.  Relevant Past Performance.  Past performance is a measure of the degree to which an offeror, as an organization, has:  (1) satisfied its customers, and (2) complied with federal, state, and local laws and regulations.  The Government will inquire about the following elements, which are all of equal importance in relation to each other, (A) quality of the offeror’s work; (B) customer satisfaction; (C) timeliness of the Firm during performance and the final completion of the project; and (D) overall business relations. 
(A)
Quality of Services:  Demonstrated ability to perform services specifically requiring excavation, embankment, haul and project management.  Conformance to good standards of workmanship.

Customer Satisfaction:  Satisfaction of end users with the Contractor's completed products and services.  

(C)
Timeliness of performance:  Compliance with delivery schedules; reliability; responsiveness to technical direction, no assessment of damages. 

(D)
Business relations:  Effective management; ability to manage projects involving subcontracts; working relationship with the Contracting Officer and technical representatives; reasonable/cooperative behavior; flexibility; effective contractor recommended solutions; businesslike concern for Government's interests. 

Government evaluators may avail themselves of various federal, state, and local past performance databases.  The Government may research offeror performance on any federal, state, local, and commercial contract performance of the offeror that is known to the Government, but not included on the submitted Performance Information.  Additionally, the personal experience and evaluator knowledge of offeror performance may be utilized.

4. Cost/Price Evaluation Criterion.

The degree of importance of the price will increase with the degree of equality of the proposals in relation to the other factors on which selection is to be based, or when the price is so significantly high as to diminish the value of the technical superiority to the Government.

The Government may award a contract on the basis of initial offers received, without discussions.  Therefore, each initial offer should contain the offeror’s best terms from a cost or price and technical standpoint.
