Washington Farm Labor Contractor's law requires farm/forest labor Contractors to register with and be licensed by the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries.  For further information, contact the State Department of Labor and Industries in Olympia, Washington. 

USE OF UNDOCUMENTED WORKERS
The Immigration and Nationality Act as amended by the Immigration Reform and Control Act (8 USC 1324a; 8 CFR 274a) makes it unlawful for an employer to hire unauthorized aliens (undocumented workers) and establishes the I-9 Form as the document to be used for employment eligibility verification.

The Contractor is required to:  1) have all employees complete and sign the I-9 Form to certify that they are eligible for employment; 2) examine documents presented by the employee and ensure the documents appear to be genuine and related to the individual; 3) record information about the documents on the form, and complete the certification portion of the form; and 4) retain the form for three years, or one year past the end of employment of the individual, whichever is longer.

LABOR STANDARDS FOR CONTRACTS INVOLVING MIGRANT AND SEASONAL AGRICULTURAL WORKERS

Scope - The Migrant and Seasonal Agricultural Workers Protection Act (MSPA) was passed to eliminate activities that are detrimental to migrant and seasonal agricultural workers, to require registration of farm labor Contractors, and to assure necessary protections for the workers.  In addition, to traditional farm labor activities, the Act applies to predominately manual forestry work including, but not limited to, tree planting, release, pre-commercial thinning, and site preparation

Definitions - The following are summaries of certain terms contained in the Act.  Complete definitions can be found in 29 CFR 500.20.

      "Migrant Agricultural Worker" and "Seasonal Agricultural Worker" means individuals employed in agricultural (including forestry) work on a seasonal or temporary basis.  A worker who moves from one seasonal activity to another is employed on a seasonal basis even though he or she may continue to be employed during a major portion of the year.  Migrant workers are required to be absent overnight from their permanent place of residence.  Seasonal workers are not required to be absent overnight from their permanent place of residence.  Members of the Contractor's immediate family are not considered to be either migrant or seasonal workers. 
   "Farm Labor Contractor" means an individual who, for pay, performs any recruiting, soliciting, hiring, employing, furnishing, or transporting of any migrant or seasonal agricultural worker.

       "Immediate family":  includes only 1) spouse; 2) children, stepchildren, or foster children; 3) parents, stepparents, or foster parents; and 4) brothers and sisters.

Registration Requirement - Any Contractor who provides or hires migrant or seasonal workers to perform agricultural or manual forestry work is required to first obtain a Certificate of Registration from the Department of Labor or an authorized State agency.  The Contractor must carry the Certificate at all times while engaged in labor contracting activities, and must display it upon request.  Any of the Contractor's employees who also perform farm labor Contractor duties must have their own Farm Labor Contractor Employee Certificate.

Worker Protections - The Act provides protections and standards related to wage disclosure, record-keeping, vehicle safety, and housing.  The full text of the regulation can be found in 29 CFR 500.

1.  Wage and Payroll Standards

a.   The Contractor must disclose to each worker the full terms of their employment at the time they are recruited or hired.  The Department of Labor provides an optional form for Contractor's use in disclosure.

b.    The Contractor must display and maintain the MSPA poster provided by the Department of Labor.  The poster shall be in the language common to the workers.

c.    The Contractor must keep the following payroll records for each employee:  name, address, social security number, basis for wages (i.e. per hour, per tree, per acre), number of units earned if paid on a per unit basis, hours worked, total pay, withholdings and purpose for each, and net pay.  

Payroll records shall be retained for 3 years.  (If paid on a piece rate basis, the employee's wage must be at least equivalent to the required hourly wage for the hours worked, including overtime differential for time in excess of 40 hours per week.)

d. Payments must be made no less frequently than every two weeks.  At the time of each payment, the Contractor shall provide to the employee a written itemization of the information listed above. 

2.  Motor Vehicle Safety

a. The authorization to transport employees must appear on the Contractor's certificate.  The Contractor must be registered to transport employees, unless employees provide their own transportation or car-pool by their own arrangement in one of their own vehicles.  If Contractor directs or requests employees to car-pool, the registration requirement is still applicable.

b. Contractor-provided automobiles and station wagons shall comply with specified safety standards.  Vehicles larger than a station wagon must comply with additional standards described in 29 CFR 500.105, and must be operated by a certified driver.

c.    An insurance policy or liability bond is required for each   Contractor-provided vehicle used to transport workers.

3. Housing

a.   The authorization to furnish housing, other than commercial lodging, must appear on the Contractor's certificate.

b.   The Act allows workers to be housed only in a commercial establishment or a facility that has been certified by a health authority or other appropriate agency.  The certificate must be posted at the site.

ALCOHOL AND CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES TESTING PROGRAMS (2/25/97)

    (a)  Definitions.

"Alcohol and controlled substances testing programs" are employer-based programs required by the Federal Department of Transportation (DOT) to help prevent accidents and injuries resulting from the misuse of alcohol and controlled substances by drivers of commercial motor vehicles.  Under the DOT rule establishing these programs, pre-employment, reasonable suspicion, random, post-accident, return-to-duty and follow-up testing using specified procedures is required.  

"Commercial motor vehicle" is any vehicle that:  (1) has a gross combination weight rating of 26,001 or more pounds inclusive of a towed unit with a gross vehicle weight rating of more that 10,000 pounds; or  (2) has a gross vehicle weight rating of 26,001 or more pounds; or (3) is designed to transport 16 or more passengers, including the driver; or (4) is of any size and is used in the transportation of materials found to be hazardous for the purposes of the Hazardous Materials Transportation Act and which require the motor vehicle to be placarded  under the Hazardous Materials Regulations.

"Consortium" means an entity, including a group or association of employers or Contractors, that provides alcohol or controlled substances testing as required by DOT, and that acts on behalf of the employers.

"DOT" is the United States Department of Transportation who is responsible for administering regulations requiring alcohol and/or drug testing. 

"Driver" means any person who operates a commercial motor vehicle.  This includes, but is not limited to:  full time, regularly employed drivers; casual, intermittent or occasional drivers; leased drivers and independent, owner-operator Contractors who are either directly employed by or under lease to an employer or who operate a commercial motor vehicle at the direction of or with the consent of an employer.

"Employer" means any person (including the United States, a State, District of Columbia or a political subdivision of a State) who owns or leases a commercial motor vehicle or assigns persons to operate such a vehicle.  The term employer includes an employer's agents, officers and representatives.

    (b)  By submission of its offer, the offeror certifies and agrees that -- 

        (1)  As an employer, it has implemented and continues to maintain an alcohol and controlled substances

testing program in accordance with DOT requirements.

(2) As an employer who uses, but does not employ, a driver more than once a year, it has assured itself   once every six months that the driver participates in an alcohol and controlled substances testing program that meets DOT requirements.

(3)  As an employer who employs only himself/herself as a driver, it has implemented an alcohol and controlled substances testing program that includes more persons than himself/herself (e.g., a consortium) as covered employees in the random testing pool.

Upon the receipt of a written request for an extension, the Contracting Officer shall ascertain the facts and make an adjustment for  extending the completion data as, in the judgment of the Contracting Officer, is justified.

14.  EMERGENCY CONTROL   (AGAR 452.236-77) (FEB 1988)      

A.  Contractor's Responsibility for Fighting Fire.  The Contractor, under the direction of the Forest Supervisor or, in the absence of said officer, acting independently, shall immediately extinguish, all fires on or in the vicinity of the project.  If it is determined subsequently by the Contracting Officer that a fire was caused by the Contractor or the Contractor's agents or employees, whether caused directly or indirectly as a result of Contractor operations, the Contractor's cost relating to extinguishing the fire shall not be reimbursed by the Government and shall be the sole responsibility of the Contractor.  In addition, the Contractor may be held liable for all damages and for all costs incurred by the Government for labor, subsistence, equipment, supplies, and transportation deemed necessary to control or suppress a fire set or caused by the Contractor or the Contractor's agents or employees.

B.  Contractor's Responsibility for Controlling Other Emergencies.  When requested by the Contracting Officer,  the Contractor shall allow the Forest Service to temporarily use employees and equipment for emergency work.  Payment will be made at not less than the current area rates established by the Forest Service.  Employees and equipment will be released from emergency operations when other labor and equipment adequate for the protection of the area are obtained.

15.  USE OF PREMISES      (AGAR 452.236-72) (FEB 1988)

A.  Before any camp, quarry, borrow pit, storage, detour, or bypass site other than shown on the drawings, is opened or operated on USDA land or lands administered by the USDA, the Contractor shall first obtain written permission through the Contracting Officer.  A camp is interpreted to include the campsite or RV parking area of the Contractor or any employee working on the project for the Contractor.

B.  Unless excepted elsewhere in the contract, the Contractor shall (a) provide and maintain sanitation facilities for the workforce at the site and (b) dispose of solid waste in accordance with applicable Federal, State, and local regulations.

16. FIRE PREVENTION AND CONTROL MEASURES

 A. Contractor shall prohibit smoking and building any fires except at established camps and other safe locations.  A safe location is defined as an area 3 feet by 3 feet cleared to mineral soil.  A parked vehicle equipped with an ash tray is considered a safe area.  Smoking shall be permitted at such locations only at the option of the Contractor.  Lunch warming and other fires will be permitted during the period April 1 to October 31 only with written approval of the Contracting Officer.  

B. Pickups, panels, and other passenger-carrying types of motor vehicles and trucks operated by the Contractor shall be equipped with one fire extinguisher having a UL rating of at least 5 B, C, and one "D" handled or long-handled round point shovel, size "0" or larger and with a double-bitted axe or Pulaski, 3-1/2 pounds or larger.  

C. Equipment required shall be mounted so as to be ready for immediate use provided that equipment required in passenger cars be placed so as to be readily available.  Tools shall be mounted to the vehicle or machine by means of quick release clips or brackets, straps, bands or tubing which hold the tool securely without damage to the heads or handles.  Fire extinguishers shall be mounted on each vehicle so as to be readily visible to the operator and ready for instant use.  Extinguishers shall be equipped with a reliable and easily read pressure gauge or device for measurement of the contents of the extinguisher.  

D. Handles

a. Shovel handles shall have not more than 2 inches of warp or misalignment from the end of the handle to the shoulder of the tool head.  

b.Chopping-grubbing tool handles shall have not more than 1 inch of bow or  misalignment at any point along the axis of the handle.  

c. Handles shall not be altered or dubbed in any manner and shall be of the style and type to match the tool head.  Pulaski tool handles shall be 32 inches long, measured from the end of the handle to the shoulder of the tool.  A tolerance of plus or minus 1 inch is permitted.  

d. Each handle shall be tightly fitted to the tool head and shall be free of cracks and checks, wire, tape or other foreign materials.  

E. Tool Heads

a. All cutting, chopping and scraping blades shall be sharp and free from nicks.    Shovels shall be sharpened to within 1-1/2 inches of the shoulders.  The sharpened edge of the tools shall be treated to inhibit rust.  

b. Axe and pulaski chopping bits from center of bit to center of eye shall be not less than 

4-1/2 inches.  

c. Pulaski mattock from center of bit to center of eye shall be not less than 6 inches.  

d. Adz or hazel hoe mattock shall be not less than 5-1/2 inches from center of bit to center of eye.  

e. Shovel blades shall be not less than 7-1/2 inches wide and 9-1/2 inches long when measured along the center line of width and length.

F. Vehicles

Each vehicle shall be equipped with properly installed and constantly maintained exhaust systems as follows:  

a.  A passenger carrying vehicle or light truck shall be equipped with a factory designed muffler and exhaust system.  

b.  A heavy duty truck, such as a dump truck used only on roads, shall be equipped with a factory designed muffler or spark arrestor and with a vertical stack exhaust system extending above the cab.
