FOREST SUPERVISOR’S ORDER

SPECIAL AREA CLOSURE

“OLD GLORY and SANDRA MINES”

PRYOR MOUNTAINS, BEARTOOTH DISTRICT

CUSTER NATIONAL FOREST

REGION 1

Pursuant to 36 Code of Federal Regulations 261.50 (a), the following acts are prohibited

within the Pryor Mountain Land Management Unit of the Beartooth Ranger District, Custer National Forest.  These restrictions are in addition to those enumerated in Subpart A, Part 261, Title 36, Code of Federal Regulations and become effective immediately and will remain in effect until rescinded or revoked.  

The “Old Glory and Sandra Mine Areas” within the Pryor Mountain Land Unit as described below and more particularly described in the attached exhibit A is closed to public entry.  This area contains high levels of uranium and radioactivity, which constitute a public health and safety concern.  This area closure includes all pedestrian travel or motorized vehicle traffic off of Forest Road #2091, which is known as the Red Pryor Mountain Road, (36 CFR 261.53e).  Forest Road #2091 will remain open to public use as shown on Exhibit A.

Specifically, this area closure pertains to an area described as T8S; R27E; NE ¼ Section 32 and the W 1/2 Section 33.  

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50 (e) the following are exempt from this closure:

1. Persons with a permit specifically authorizing entry (36 CFR 261.50

(e) (1) ).

2. Any Federal, State or Local Officer or member of an organized rescue or

fire fighting force in the performance of an official duty (36 CFR 261.50

(e) (4) ). 

3.   Range permittee activities performed in conjunction with an authorized use.

These restrictions are necessary for the protection of public health and safety.
