Pursuant to 36 Code of Federal Regulations 261.50(a), the following acts are prohibited on the Beartooth Ranger District of the Custer National Forest.  These restrictions are in addition  to those enumerated in Subpart A, Part 261, Title 36, Code of Federal Regulations and become effective July 7, 2003 and will remain in effect until rescinded or revoked.

Sage Creek Campground is closed to all public entry and use (36 CFR 261.57(a)  and to provide for public health and safety (36 CFR.53(e).  The purpose of the closure is to allow contractors to work in the Sage Creek Campground and to provide for public safety during reconstruction.  

Sage Creek Campground is located in Section 20, Township 7 South, Range 26 East, in the Pryor Mountain Unit, Beartooth Ranger District, Custer National Forest.  

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.509(e), the following are exempt from this closure:

1.  Persons with a permit specifically authorizing entry or use (36 CFR 261.50(e)(1).
