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4th of July Reminder

Visitors to the Gallatin National Forest are reminded that while we’ve had normal precipitation in June, forest fuels have not recovered from the four previous years of drought conditions.  

According to Fred Jones, West Zone Fire Management Officer, “While there are no campfire restrictions in effect at this time, we must not let the green appearance of vegetation fool us.  People need to take precaution when building campfires, smoking or using fire of any kind.”   Jones added, “We also want to remind visitors that the use of fireworks or incendiary devices is prohibited on all National Forests.”  

When camping at a developed site, build your campfire in a designated fire-ring.  Carry a bucket, shovel and an axe when camping in a dispersed site.  Never leave a campfire unattended and make sure that your campfire is dead out when you leave. 

When traveling to another national forest or national park, check with a local ranger station to see what restrictions apply, if any.
