Forest Service Receives Grant from Rocky Mountain Elk Foundation


The Gallatin National Forest recently received a $7,000 grant from the Rocky Mountain Elk Foundation (RMEF) that will help restore and maintain big game winter range habitat in parts of Paradise Valley outside of Livingston, Montana. 

The RMEF grant will be used by the Livingston Ranger District to help finance the Paradise Valley Fuels Management and Prescribed Burning Project.   Along with restoring big game winter range habitat, the project is designed to reduce the overall risk of high-intensity fire and create “defensible” space to reduce risks on adjacent wilderness, watershed, and private land values.  

According to Ron Archuleta, Livingston District Ranger,  “Obtaining funding from the Rocky Mountain Elk Foundation grant program serves to augment our annual budget.  Thanks to the Foundation’s support, this project will go forward without delay.”

The Paradise Valley Fuels Management and Prescribed Burning Project is divided into three areas totaling 400 acres:  Old Chico (Emigrant Creek), Little Pine (Sixmile Creek), and Lower Big Creek (Big Creek).  The project, done in cooperation with the Montana Fish, Wildlife and Parks, will be implemented in three phases:  1) cutting and limbing of small diameter trees; 2) treatments with fire; and 3) monitoring and additional treatment as needed.   
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
