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New World Mine Restoration Meeting Scheduled


The Gallatin National Forest will hold a public meeting on the New World Mine Restoration project at 7 p.m. on Monday evening, July 7, 2003, at the fire hall in Cooke City, Montana.


Agenda items for the meeting include:  an introduction to the 2003/2004 work plan; an update on construction activities for the McLaren Pit, Glengarry Mine, and the repository; and an overview of the Mill Creek Engineering Evaluation/Cost Analysis.  Representatives from the Forest Service and Maxim Technologies will be on hand to make presentations and answer questions.

The high-clearance, gravel Daisy Pass Road, which passes through McLaren Pit, will continue to be closed to the public this summer during construction.  For more information about the road, contact the Gardiner Ranger Station at (406) 848-7375. 


The New World Response and Restoration Project dates back to 1996, when the United States purchased the Crown Butte Mining Company’s interest in the New World Mining District in the Beartooth Mountains near Cooke City.  The purchase resulted in the transfer of the Crown Butte property to the Forest Service.  

A $22.5 million fund was established to clean up specific properties in the mining district, a composite of private and National Forest System lands. Geologists and engineers on the Gallatin National Forest have been busy working on this unprecedented restoration project since 1999.   The major construction projects are expected to be completed sometime in 2006. 
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
