OHV USERS ON THE GALLATIN NATIONAL FOREST 

NEED TO BE LEGAL

All ATV and motorcycle users need the following when operating on a Forest Service Road:

· A license plate

· A valid state driver’s license with an ATV or motorcycle endorsement

· Bucket (helmet will do) and shovel

· The ATV must be street legal 

To be street legal the ATV must be equipped with: headlight with high and low beam, tail light and reflector, brake light, at least one operable brake (hand or foot), horn, rear–view mirror, muffler with no modifications, and spark arrestor.

All ATV users need the following when operating an ATV on a Forest Service Trail:

· OHV Recreation decal

· Bucket (helmet will do) and shovel
