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New Deputy Forest Supervisor for Gallatin National Forest


John Allen, new Deputy Forest Supervisor for the Gallatin National Forest, recently reported for duty at the Supervisor’s Office in Bozeman, Montana.  Allen moved from Oregon where he served as District Ranger for the McKenzie River District of the Willamette National Forest for the past decade.
