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MAIN BOULDER STATION OPEN HOUSE

BIG TIMBER RANGER DISTRICT WOULD LIKE TO INVITE THE PUBLIC TO AN OPEN HOUSE AT MAIN BOULDER STATION ON JUNE 25 FROM 2:00 TO 5:00 P.M.  THIS GET-TOGETHER WILL BE TO RECOGNIZE THE EFFORTS OF THE VOLUNTEERS FROM THE PASSPORT-IN-TIME PROGRAM, CELEBRATE THE REST0RATION OF THE MAIN BOULDER STATION, AND SHARE THE HISTORY OF THE STATION AND OUR FUTURE VISION FOR A HOUSE MUSEUM AT THE SITE.

PASSPORT IN TIME (PIT) IS A FOREST SERVICE PROGRAM THAT ALLOWS VOLUNTEERS FROM AROUND THE COUNTRY TO WORK WITH PROFESSIONAL ARCHAEOLOGISTS AND HISTORIANS.  THE GOAL OF PIT IS 

TO PRESERVE THE NATION’S PAST WITH THE HELP OF THE PUBLIC.  

OUR VOLUNTEERS WILL BE SPENDING JUNE 14-18 AND JUNE 21-25 REROOFING THE MAIN BOULDER STATION AND WILL BE LEARNING RESTORATION TECHNIQUES FROM THE FOREST SRVICE’S REGIONAL HISTORICAL PRESERVATION TEAM.

THIS RESTORATION PROJECT HAS BEEN GIVEN NATIONAL RECOGNITION AS A “CENTENNIAL PROJECT” MEANT TO COMMEMORATE THE 100-YEAR ANNIVERSARY OF THE FOREST SERVICE.  IN 2005, THE FOREST SERVICE WILL HAVE BEEN SERVING THE PUBLIC AND MANAGING THE PUBLIC LANDS FOR 100 YEARS.

THE FOREST SERVICE IS WORKING TO RESTORE THE STATION’S APPEARANCE TO CIRCA 1920.  THE BIG TIMBER RANGER DISTRICT HOPES TO TURN THIS FACILITY INTO A HOUSE MUSEUM CHRONICLING THE LIFE OF HARRY KAUFFMAN AND HIS FAMILY WHO LIVED AND WORKED THERE FROM 1904 TO 1942.  THE KAUFFMAN FAMILY HAS GRACIOUSLY DONATED MANY FAMILY HEIRLOOMS AND HISTORIC PHOTOGRAPHS TO BE DISPLAYED AT THE HOUSE MUSEUM.  A SAMPLING OF THESE WILL BE AVAILABLE FOR VIEWING AT THE OPEN HOUSE.

THE MAIN BOULDER RANGER STATION IS A SIGNIFICANT CULTURAL RESOURCE FOR THE LOCAL COMMUNITY, THE STATE OF MONTANA, AND THE FOREST SERVICE. MAIN BOULDER STATION IS LOCATED 27 MILES SOUTH OF BIG TIMBER ON HWY. 298.
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
