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Restricted Use of Squaw Creek Road #132

The Bozeman Ranger District announced today that Forest Service Road #132, Squaw Creek Road, will be plowed to the Spire Rock Campground starting Wednesday, February 18, 2004.  The road is being plowed to access Spire Rock Campground where trees creating a hazard to campers will be removed.  Motorized use of this road is restricted (unless a permit issued) until tree removal is finished sometime in March.     

Bozeman District Ranger Jose Castro is asking nonmotorized users to exercise extreme caution when using Squaw Creek Road (#132) from the Shenango Ranger Station to the Spire Rock Campground.  Users should expect to encounter log trucks on the plowed road and should also be alert to the felling of trees in the area in and around the campground.   

The Big Sky snowmobile route from Little Bear to Squaw Creek and continuing on from Squaw Creek south will not be affected by the operation.  However, snowmobile access to the trail from Highway 191 at Squaw Creek is restricted until the project is completed.
