How to Navigate an Alternative Map

The alternative maps are 34 inch by 44 inch documents.  When one comes up on your screen you'll only be able to see a portion of the map and that portion will probably be largely unintelligable.  So first you might want to use the scroll bars on the bottom and right side of the Adobe Reader window to navigate to your general area of interest.  Then you might want to zoom in to get a clearer look at a particular area of interest using the zoom in tool (the button with the magnifying glass icon).  After you have pressed this button (your cursor should now be a magnifying glass) click and hold your mouse button on the upper left corner of your area of interest and drag the icon to the lower right corner and release the mouse botton.  If you didn't define exactly the area you're interested in, you can use the hand tool (the button with the hand icon just to the left of the zoom in tool) to move in any direction on the map by clicking and dragging the cursor (after you press the hand tool button the cursor should be a hand).   The two buttons with arrow icons pointing left and right can be used to go to the previous view or to the next view.
