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PUBLIC COMMENT SOUGHT ON TRAIL RE-ROUTE AND IMPROVEMENT

Staff of the Belt Creek Ranger District is seeking public comment on a project to re-route and improve trails within the Hoover Creek drainage in the Little Belt Mountains of the Lewis and Clark National Forest.  Included in the project proposal are the establishment of a trailhead parking area, re-routing of steep, eroded trail segments that are unsafe for public use, and abandonment and rehabilitation of non-system user trails throughout the drainage.  The project is proposed in several phases during the next two to four years.


Trails included in the proposal are Bender Creek trail #731, Hoover Jump-off trail #741, Hoover Ridge trail #736, Pioneer Ridge trail #734, North Fork Hoover trail #732 and Pioneer Ridge to Big Baldy #733.  The project will re-establish these trails to current Forest Service trail standards, reduce erosion problems and address user safety issues.
