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PUBLIC COMMENT SOUGHT ON TRAIL 311 RE-ROUTE

White Sulphur Springs District Ranger Tim Benedict is seeking public comment on a proposal to re-establish Trail #311 in the Deep Creek Park area of the Little Belt Mountains of the Lewis and Clark National Forest.  

A 1993 land exchange between a private landowner and the Forest Service to square up boundaries in Deep Creek Park truncated the existing trail through the area.  Now, the proposed trail will be re-routed on to the national forest.  The trail proposal specifies building to standards to accommodate motorcycle, horse and hiker traffic.  A decision on the appropriate type of use of the trail will made in Travel Plan Revision scheduled to begin this fall.
