USE OF WHEELED VEHICLES ON SPECIFIED FOREST ROADS 

By authority of the Secretary of Agriculture, pursuant to Title 36 CFR 261.50 (b), the following act is prohibited on main roads or portions thereof and branch roads or portions thereof leading off of main roads as described in this order and listed below, within the Lewis and Clark National Forest:

During the period of DECEMBER 15 THROUGH MARCH 31, USE OF WHEELED VEHICLES OR VEHICLES OVER 50 INCHES IN WIDTH IS PROHIBITED ON FOREST ROADS OR PORTIONS THEREOF LISTED BELOW [36 CFR 261.55 (b) & 36 CFR 261.54 (a)

The purpose of this order is to prevent conflict between wheeled vehicle and snowmobile users, and to prevent damage to road surfaces from wheeled vehicle use before they have dried sufficiently following spring snowmelt.  

Exemptions to prohibitions contained in this order are:

1.  Any Federal, State or Local Officer, or member of an organized search rescue or firefighting force, in the performance of an official duty.

2.  Administrative use by permit.

This order is effective upon signature, remains in effect until rescinded by the Forest Supervisor, and supersedes Forest Supervisor's Order L&C 03-25 dated December 11, 2003.

Violation of this prohibition is punishable by a fine of not more than $5000 or imprisonment for not more than six months or both, under authority of 16 USC 551, 18 USC 3571 and 7 USC 1011 (f).
