Thisisat Weminuche Pass, at an
elevation of 10,630". The Skyline Trail
leads to the Rio Grande Pyramid and
the rock formation known as The
Window. Thetrail at thispoint is
moderate, albeit steep through the
trees, but eventually opens up into a
meadow with asmall lake and good
camping spots.

The apine meadows are full of
blooming wildflowersin late July and
in August. There are excellent views
and photographic possibilities. Water
can be found off the trail in most of the
tributaries, but due to Giardia it should
befiltered. Aswith all high-atitude
areas, storms can move in rapidly,
bringing severe wind, lightning, rain,
snow, or hail—any time of year. Plan
accordingly.
