9:00 a.m. – Midnight – CLOSED (*with passage at 2:00 p.m., 4:00 p.m., 5:00 p.m., 6:00

Midnight – 6:00 a.m. CLOSED (with passage each way at 4:00 a.m.)

Once the 
traffic has been allowed to pass, the road will be closed until the next scheduled opening. 
 
** Flagging operation will only be used to safely pass traffic around blast hole loading 
operation.    
 
TRAFFIC SIGNAL The highway will be reduced to one lane for the construction of 
retaining walls, necessitating alternate one-way traffic and the use of a traffic signal to 
safely move vehicles through the area.  The lane reduction will remain in place 24 hours 
a day, seven days a week.
