MOON LAKE WILDLAND FIRE USE NARRATIVE

7-29-2004………Received call from Shannon Giles @ 1500 stating Fred Spalding a Forest Service Recreation Guard in Moon Lake was reporting a smoke Northwest of Moon Lake Reservoir. I notified fire center and myself along with 1-4-1 responded to Moon Lake. Once we arrived at Moon Lake some forest visitors fishing at Moon Lake pointed out the smoke approximately 4-5 miles Northwest of the Reservoir. Looking at the fire through binoculars we could see the fire was isolated out in a large rock field with little if any potential for spread. We also determined the fire to be in the wilderness, lightning caused……….so the decision was made to fire use the fire. I gathered information needed to complete the WFIP. At 1600 I completed Stage I of the WFIP.

7-30-2004……….Due to the remoteness of the fire it was determined the only action to be taken was monitoring from the Moon Lake area. At 1500 Engine 1-4-1 revisited the Moon Lake area to monitor the fire from the beach area. After a thorough glassing of the area, no visible smoke was reported.  It was written in the WFIP that the site would be monitored every other day for three consecutive days looking for any visible smoke. If no visible smoke reported at the end of the three visits the fire would be declared out. The site would not be revisited unless fire center received addition smoke reports in the area.

8-1-2004………At 1300 Engine 1-4-1 made their second monitoring visit to the Moon Lake WFU area. Again to visible smoke was reported. Someone will visit the site on 8-3-2004, if no smoke is reported the fire will be declared out.

8-3-2004………..At 1530 Engine 1-4-1 made their third and final visit to the Moon Lake WFU area.  No visible smoke was reported and fire was declared out as of 1530 on 8-3-2004.  No additional monitoring visits will be made to the Moon Lake WFU area unless additional smoke report is called in to dispatch.
