ORDER NO. 04-04-07
INYO NATIONAL FOREST AND BLM BISHOP FIELD OFFICE FIRE RESTRICTIONS

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(a) and (b) and 43 CFR 9212.1 and 9212.2, and because of high fire danger, the following acts are prohibited on the Inyo National Forest and BLM Bishop Resource Area. Wilderness areas and areas above 9,000 feet elevation are exempt from this order.  This order is effective beginning on June 28, 2004.

1.
Building, maintaining, attending or using a fire, campfire, briquette barbeque or stove fire except in the developed recreation sites shown on Exhibit B.  36 CFR 261.52(a).  and 43 CFR 9212.1(h).

2.
Smoking, except in an enclosed vehicle or building, or in the developed recreation sites shown on Exhibit C.  36 CFR 261.52(d). and 43 CFR 9212.1(h).

3. Welding, or operating acetylene or other torch with an open flame. 36 CFR 261.52(i). and 43 CFR 9212.1(h).

4. Using an explosive.  36 CFR 261.52(b). and 43 CFR 9212.1(h).

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(e) and 9212.2 (3), the following persons are exempt from this order.

1. Persons with a permit specifically authorizing the otherwise prohibited act or omission.  Persons with a valid California Campfire Permit are not exempt from the prohibitions listed above.  However, persons with a valid California Campfire Permit are allowed to use a portable stove or lantern-using gas, jellied petroleum, or pressurized liquid fuel.

2. Any Federal, State or local officer or member of an organized rescue or fire fighting force in the performance of an official duty.

These prohibitions are in addition to the general prohibitions in 36 CFR Part 261, Subpart A, and 43 CFR Part 9212.
