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The three Blue Mountain National Forests continue to work together in developing a long-term ATV/OHV strategy that will include active public involvement and closely reflect any additional changes in State Law.

For now, this interim strategy responds to changes brought about by the State of Oregon, while providing for user safety for people operating ATVs, as well as others that may encounter ATVs under mixed traffic conditions. Each Blue Mountain National Forest has completed some degree of access and travel management planning and decisions over the past ten years.  Decisions made on individual roads under those processes are not expected to change.  Key points in the interim OHV program include:

· All paved road's (hard surface) single or double lane are closed to ATV'S.

· All double lane gravel roads are closed to ATV'S.
· Staff on each Ranger District evaluated their road system to determine which roads will be closed to mix ATV use (see individual Forest road listings below and on the back).  For the interim strategy, safety is the primary concern.  Generally these will be roads that are higher standard, are often used by recreationists, contractors, permittees, and others, or are already closed under existing Access and Travel Management Plans.

Roads determined to be inappropriate for mixed ATV/passenger car traffic will be posted “closed” 

to ATV use.  This will include signing at National Forest entrances explaining which roads are closed

to mixed traffic. Signing will be consistent throughout the three Blue Mountain Forests, especially 

where roads cross administrative boundaries.

· In the State of Washington, no changes have been made and it is still illegal to operate ATV’s on roads open to passenger vehicle traffic.
