TRAIL INFORMATION: This trail is very steep
and difficult in places. There are a few campsites
scattered along the trail. Once Lake of the Angels
is reached, one can find numerous way-trails and
paths leading in many different directions. One
scramble trail takes the hiker onto the East slope of
Mt. Skokomish; a second climbs the northwest end
of the canyon to higher alpine areas. Overnighters
