Time:   12:00 PM Central Time (1:00 PM EDT)

Where to meet:   Forest Road 326, before Sandhill Creek crossing.

Directions:   From Bergland, travel 2 miles north on M64 to Old M64.  Follow Old M64 approximately 3.9 miles to Forest Road 326.  This road is currently closed due to wash-outs, but we may go on a little further.  Go east on FR 326 approximately 0.6 miles to Sandhill Creek.

Bring water.  Trail snacks optional.  Plan on moderate hiking on and off trails.  Biting black flies may be bad.  

Steve Garske (Great Lakes Indian Fish and Wildlife Commission), Doug Welker (North Country Trail Association), and Ian Shackleford (Ottawa National Forest) will lead this hike and wildflower search in the scenic Trap Hills.  Several attractive spring wildflowers should be encountered.  Unique plants we hope to find include Collinsia parviflora (Small blue-eyed mary), Disporum hookeri (Fairy bells), Ranunculus rhomboideus (Prairie buttercup), and Petasites sagittatus (Sweet coltsfoot).  Total hiking distance may be 3-6 miles.  There will be a choice of looping back earlier if you wish.
