     On Saturday, June 5, the Ottawa National Forest will sponsor an interpretive hike at the Deer Marsh Interpretive Trail at 10:00 a.m. (EST).  The Deer Marsh Interpretive Trailhead is located at the Lake Ste. Kathryn campground, 8 miles south of Sidnaw.
The Deer Marsh Interpretive Trail is perfect for the entire family.  The trail is approximately 4 miles long located on rolling, sandy ground. There are several interpretive signs along the trail, providing information on the vegetation, wildlife, and local area.  There is also a puncheon bridge that crosses a beaver dam and two wildlife viewing platforms along the trail.  The trail takes you through pine forest and northern hardwoods along the shore of Deer Marsh.
