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                         Breeding Bird Census June 4 – 6, 2004

Facilities at the camp include bathrooms with running water and showers, bunk houses, and a large mess hall. The facilities provide an excellent base for our forays into the "northwoods". Each volunteer will need to provide their own sleeping bag and personal items.  Meals will be provided.
